Committee Meeting Minutes
Wednesday, August 13, 2025
Bradford Village Hall

Those present were President Sharon Cauthon, Trustees Pat Berlin, Gary Black, Kodi Cade, Angie Courtway and Angela Stange. Trustee John Cler was absent. Others present were Maintenance Supervisor Jim Chadwick, Treasurer Tabitha Brown and Clerk Diana Cobb.

Finances, Insurance, License & Fees – Cauthon, Cler, Berlin
A notification from Walmart stated that credit cards from Walmart will be terminated as of November 1, 2025. The Village holds a Sam’s card.

Police, Emergency Plan, Ordinances – Cauthon, Cler, Black
Cost of the police academy for Scott Brown, who would like to work for the Village, will be brought to the full board when cost has been determined. 
An application from Donovan Ford has been received for a part time officer and an interview will be scheduled.  
A potential chief of police officer has been given an application.
Possible ordinance to amend will be to regulate parking on lawns. 
There is a dumpster ordinance in place with a fee of not less than $25.00 and no more than $750.00 if it’s on the property longer than 30 days. There is no fee for having a dumpster unless it exceeds the 30 days.
Pool fill fee is currently $100.00. Discussion to raise the annual fee due to cost of water and amending the ordinance to read $300.00 for pools 24x4 ft and $150.00 for smaller will be brought to the full board for approval.

TIF, Grants – Cauthon, Stange, Black
Nothing to discuss.

Public Works (Streets, Alley’s, Sidewalks, Water & Sewer) – Cauthon, Cler, Berlin
Engineer contracts and task agreements will need to be brought to the full board for vote at the September board meeting. 
Fire hydrant flushing will be done August 27th and 28th. Heavy Trash will be September 29th through October 3rd with items being placed at the curb by Sunday the 28th and $40.00 fee paid by Friday the 26th. 
Question of who maintains the property from resident’s sidewalks to the road was brought up. The State takes care of white line to white line on the highway per an agreement that was signed years ago.

Community Improvement & Events – Cauthon, Stange, Courtway 
Fall Festival itinerary was presented to the Attorney and Insurance agent for review. The trailer for the talent show cannot be in the park due to liability. The participants in the talent show will need to sign a liability waiver.
Seniors would like more days and longer hours to play games at the Village Hall. Due to business being conducted in the Village Office during working hours it is recommended that they move to another location to play their games. This will be brought to the full board for vote at the September board meeting.

Cemetery, Parks, Buildings, Swimming Pool – Cauthon, Cade, Courtway
Pool is closed for the season, and a recommendation is to look for lifeguards earlier next year by contacting local schools for potential applicants.

Personnel Committee – Cauthon, Cler, Cade
Police interviews will be conducted.
